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The Silage Season Quality vs Quantity

Well it is clear, the spring has sprung!! With good soil moisture, minimal winter frosts and some early
warm weather, the pasture has really shot out of the ground. This has seen many people fall into the sitya-
tion of having a lot more pasture earlier than expected and now starting to see a big wedge of feed ahead.
Timing of when to make silage with surplus feed is always a difficult question, from a nutritional perspec-
tive we are always telling you to 6dmake it whepn
your contractor may want to démake the job worth
with quantity over quality.
Silage is not really that cheap to make and serves a very valuable feed source through the autumn and \vin-
ter, when we want to use it to make up for a decline in pasture growth rates. This means if we are using jt
to replace pasture we want to ensure it is as close to pasture quality as possible to minimise the need fof ex
tra supplementation and make the best of high milk prices.

Inoculants and preservatives are becoming more widely used when trying to ensure good quality, or in
many cases, minimize the quality lost when making silage. The job of these inoculants is aid in the fermegn-
tation process by utilizing bacteria to drop the pH within the bales or stacks quickly. This helps to save the
sugars for the good bacteria (and the cow), which help to preserve the silage and minimise the spoilage JAt
the end of the day making good quality silage is like making milk, it is all about the bacteria, and ensuring
we utilise the good and minimise the bad.
Come of the things that farmers can control are;

1 Ensuring that the pasture is not too mature, as overly mature pasture does not contain as many gug-
ars for the good bacteria to feed on to preserve the silage.

1 Have a pasture dry matter of between 30 and 50% to offer adequate moisture for fermentation as
well as enabling good compaction in a stack or in a bale.

1 Minimize oxygen exposure within the silage, as the bad bacteria need the oxygen to survive. This|is
also where good compaction and sealing of the stack or bale quickly is important, and not forgetting
to patch up any holes.

T Picking paddocks that dondt contain a | ot of
machinery, but allow more bad bacteria from within the dirt to get into the bales and will spoll it.

The cost of making good silage and bad silage is about the same. So ensure you are getting value for mone
